This summer, the renovation to the exterior of the
church began where it left off last fall. According to Bill
Essington, Parish Administrator, parishioners can expect
to see work crews, scaffolding, and large drop cloths at
least until early fall.

Planning has been underway for nearly two years, and the
project began with the restoration of the steeple in 20009.
Parts of the wood structure were repaired or replaced and
given a fresh coat of paint, while new glass and electrical
work were also installed.

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The Role of Laity in the work of Vocations

VENERABLE POPE JOHN PAUL Il released a post-
synodal apostolic exhortation in 1992 on the formation of
priests entitled Pastores Dabo Vobis (I Will Give You
Shepherds). The document served as the capstone to the
eighth general assembly of the Synod of Bishops, which had

The Holy Father makes it clear that the ultimate
responsibility of promoting and sustaining vocations toward
the priesthood falls upon the bishop and clergy but in a
particular way this task also falls on the lay faithful.

In this document the Holy Father reminds us that we
all are responsible for fostering vocations, especially within
the Christian family. Pope John Paul Il mentions that the
Christian family is the domestic Church. The Christian family
should continue to take responsibility in conforming the
hearts and minds of the youth to that of Christ. If there is a
shortage of men to procl ai
only because the Christian family has not sown the vocational
seed of “Here,
priestly vocations, but for the most part we look to the sons of
other families rather than our own. In other words, the
Christian family must allow themselves to become handmaids
of the Lord, imitating the womb of Mary, to bear Christ to the
world.

Apart from the duty of the lay faithful and the
bishops to foster vocations, much trust is given to seminaries
in preparing men for the sacrament of Holy Orders. As you
may know, considerable attention is given to Pastores Dabo
Vobis in developing programs for priestly formation and
evaluating seminarians as they progress toward ordination.
Pastores Dabo Vobis articulates the four areas of
